Supplementary text 1. Drought tolerance assay

Seeds were germinated and grown on ½ MS plates in a growth chamber under continuous white light condition at 22°C for 6 days, followed by transplantation into the same amount of soil with the same amount of water. Seedlings were grown under this condition without extra water supply, and the positions of the pots were exchanged every day to minimize the effects of environmental variability in the growth chamber. Approximately after three weeks when the greatest difference appeared between the control and mutant plants, rewatering was performed. Plants were photographed 2 days after rewatering. Experiments were performed in triplicates, and at least 10 individual plants were assayed for each genotype in each replicate.
